ELIGIBILITY  Applicants must be Michigan residents and not exceed 18 years of age.  High school graduates are not eligible to apply.  Applications will be accepted from instrumental and vocal soloists, as well as from groups performing double concertos and similar works with more than one soloist.  Winners of the previous YSO competitions are not eligible to apply.

REPERTOIRE   Contestants may play either: a complete concerto or other work for soloist(s) and orchestra of 20 minutes or less in duration, or one movement of a concerto or concerted work for soloist(s) and orchestra of 20 minutes in duration or less.  Works from any period for symphony orchestra are acceptable.  The suitability of the concerto for the symphony orchestra and the availability of performance materials may be considered during the judging of the competition.

COMPETITION Contestants must be prepared to play the complete work or movement they intend to perform with the orchestra.  Memorization is encouraged but not required.  Works must be performed with piano accompaniment at the audition.  Candidates are responsible for providing their own accompanist.  The decision of the judges is final.  The Ypsilanti Symphony Orchestra reserves the right not to declare a winner.
