The String Program Director is responsible for the administrative aspects of the group class violin program, including Fall semester recruitment, scheduling, curriculum planning, sending out notices to the program parents when appropriate, collecting tuition fees, and overseeing the other teachers.  The string program consists of group class violin classes for beginners, intermediate, and more advanced violinists.  The students are primarily attending St. Francis School during the school year and are in grades 1-6.

The director also assumes the role of primary instructor, teaching sessions on Mondays and Wednesdays from 2:45 to 3:45 PM (duties involve being present from approximately 2 to 4pm), September through May, as well as organizing, leading, and selecting repertoire for the students to play at St. Francis Mass twice per month, either Friday morning school Mass or Sunday 8:45am Mass. Additional performances include the St. Francis Christmas Program in December and a String Program Recital in May.

Experience with group class instruction and working with beginning violinists is a requirement. Keyboard skills are desirable. 

Compensation is comprised of a base stipend plus additional salary based on student enrollment.
