President-Elect

Dan Scott completed his undergraduate work in music education at Western Michigan University studying cello with Bruce Uchimura.  In 1997 he was hired as orchestra director for Jenison Public Schools after working for 6 months in Kalamazoo Public Schools.  He has worked with all facets of the Jenison Orchestra program and along with his fellow directors, Carol Johnson and Dennis Bergevin, has grown the program from 225 students in 4 ensembles to over 540 students in 9 ensembles.  In addition to his school work Dan is conductor of the St. Cecelia Youth Philharmonic in Grand Rapids, a regional youth orchestra of 70+ musicians.  
Dan joined MASTA in 1993 as a result of his employment at the MASTA String Camps.  Since then he has served MASTA by creating its first website as its first webmaster, as camp director, and now as a representative to the Michigan Music Conference Executive Board.  MASTA program directors have hired Dan as instructor for the Troy Suzuki workshops and the MASTA String Camps.  In addition to his MASTA work, Dan has served on the district and state boards of MSBOA, his church council, and is a trustee for the Jenison Public Education Foundation.

Alan Mac Nair graduated from the Interlochen Arts Academy and then received a Bachelor of Music degree from Michigan State University, where he majored in string education.  He then attended Boston University, earning a Master of Music degree in violin performance.  He has studied with violinists Joseph Silverstein, Louis Krasner, and Walter Verdehr, and has also studied conducting with Gustav Meier at the University of Michigan.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Mac Nair was the orchestra director at Troy High School for twenty-nine years, and built the orchestra program from 35 students to 220 string players. Under his direction, the Troy High Symphony commissioned several original works, was three times named National Grand Champion, and earned top ratings at other festivals around the United States.   Mr. Mac Nair has also been the Music Director and Conductor of the Metropolitan Youth Symphony, which draws students from all over Southeast Michigan, and performs orchestral repertoire of the highest order.  Mr. Mac Nair has also been the Concertmaster and Assistant Conductor of the Rochester Symphony, and a substitute violinist with the Detroit Symphony Orchestra.  He was the 1993 MSBOA District String Teacher of the Year, and was also named the State String Teacher of the Year by the Michigan String Teachers Association in 1998. In 2004, was named the Troy District High School Teacher of the Year, and in 2007, was one of USA Today’s Top Twenty Teachers in America, and remains the only music teacher to win this award.  He was recently presented the Elizabeth Green Award as the American String Teachers Association National String Teacher of the year.   He is also a founding member of the Michigan State University College of Music Alumni Board, and the founder and conductor of the Oakland University Chamber Orchestra.  He is a frequent adjudicator and clinician at national and regional music education conferences, and conductor of All-State and All-Conference Orchestras around the nation.

Ellen Boyer grew up in the Upper Peninsula of Michigan and received her Bachelor of Music Education from Northern Michigan University. She received a Master of Music Degree in Violin Performance from Southern Illinois University. While at SIU Ellen studied with John Kendall, a pedagogue whose influence is still felt today.
Ellen has taught in St. Louis, Mo. at the Conservatory and School for the Arts and in Los Angeles in the Preparatory Division of the University of Southern California. In June of 2015, she retired from a 28 year career of teaching orchestra in the Traverse City Area Public Schools. During that time her groups consistently received superior ratings at festival, played at numerous Michigan Music Conferences, performed at the 2010 American String Teacher's National Conference in San Francisco and at the Kennedy Center in Washington, D.C. in 2014. For several years Ellen served on the String Educator's Panel for the Yamaha Corporation. That being said the real joy of teaching was found in the daily interaction with eager, enthused string students.
Ellen would be honored to assist MASTA where needed. She knows the challenges involved in today's educational environment and thinks ASTA can make a real difference in the lives of teachers and students.

Jonathan Glawe (from Waterloo, Iowa) is currently the Director of Orchestras at GRAMMY award-winning Pioneer High School in Ann Arbor, Michigan. He holds a Bachelor of Music Education from the University of Kansas and a Masters Degree in Music Education from the University of Oregon. Prior to his time in Oregon, Glawe taught in the Darien Publics Schools in Darien, Connecticut. Glawe has studied conducting with Richard Kapp, Robert Ponto, Michael Adelson and Wayne Bennett.

Currently in his eighth year at Pioneer High School, Glawe has played an important role in the their return to the GRAMMY Signature School list, in which the Pioneer Music Department was honored as one of the top 3 music programs in the nation in 2010 and 2015, and earned the honor of being the National GRAMMY Signature School in 2011. In his time at Pioneer, he has successful taken his ensembles to perform in New York City in 2009, Austria and Germany in 2011, San Francisco in 2013, and Italy in 2015. Glawe is the director and founder of the yearly Pioneer orchestra camp that takes place each August on the campus of the beautiful Interlochen Center for the Arts. In his time at Pioneer, Glawe has coached the Pioneer orchestras to a wide variety of successes in technique and performance in the classical setting while enhancing the orchestra curriculum with his knowledge of eclectic string styles. He has done this while aiming to maintain and further develop the high quality of classical musicianship that Pioneer has traditionally been known for. Glawe was recognized as MSBOA District 12 Orchestra Director of the Year in 2011, 2013 and 2015.  He was a finalist for the Michigan Orchestra Director of the Year in 2012.

As a double bassist, Glawe has performed with many orchestras throughout the Midwest, Northeast, and Northwest including the Waterloo/Cedar Falls Symphony Orchestra in Waterloo, Iowa, the Lawrence Chamber Orchestra in Lawrence, Kansas, the Topeka Symphony Orchestra in Topeka, Kansas, the American Chamber Orchestra in Norwalk, Connecticut, and the Eugene Symphony Orchestra in Eugene, Oregon. He currently plays in the Dexter Community Orchestra when his schedule allows.

As a clinician, Glawe has presented clinics on a wide variety of topics all over the country. Some of these include a presentation on the topic of double bass bows at the Connecticut Music Educators Association in 2006, a “Jazz String Curricula and History” lecture at the University of Kansas in 2008, an “Alternative Styles Pre-Conference Panel Discussion” for National ASTA in Atlanta in 2009, and 2 clinics panels for National ASTA in 2011 on the topics of “Effective Use of Student Leadership” and “Alternative Styles Curricula.” In 2013, he presented a solo clinic entitled:  "From a Classical Power House to an Eclectic Curriculum: Trials and Tribulations of High School Orchestra Programs in Transition" at the National ASTA Conference in Providence, RI. Glawe has also done a wide variety of guest conducting appearances with youth ensembles in and around Michigan.

Linda Trotter is in her 33rd year of teaching.  Having taught in the West Bloomfield School District for the past 18 years, she currently is the orchestra director at West Bloomfield High School and Orchard Lake Middle School. 

Prior to teaching in the West Bloomfield School District, she taught in the Detroit Public School District at Kettering and Northwestern High Schools. While at Northwestern High School, she taught Beginning Strings, Orchestra, Concert, Jazz and Marching Band, Keyboarding, and Handbells, later serving as the department chair of Fine Arts. While teaching at both Kettering and Northwestern High Schools, she was instrumental in having her ensembles to participate in the MSBOA festivals. 

Linda graduated from Michigan State University with a Bachelor of Music - Education, and Marygrove College with a Masters in the Art of Teaching.  She attended Adrian College and took advanced courses at Wayne State University. 
  
Linda is currently serves as Secretary for the Michigan chapter of the American String Teachers Association. In addition, she is on the committee for music commission and the Director Development Days for MSBOA.  She has also served her district as assistant Vice President to B&O, corresponding secretary and at the state level as Vice President of Orchestral Activities and Secretary/Treasurer.  

Linda has been active as a string adjudicator, guest Conductor, Mid-Level Orchestra Clinic conductor, and guest clinician.  Additionally, her conducting posts have included Blue Lake Fine Arts Camp, the Dearborn Youth Symphony Orchestra, and the Detroit Public Schools Honor’s Orchestra. She was also the sectional and chamber music coach for MASTA String Camp.  Linda also serves as an adjunct professor of music at Marygrove College. 

As a violinist, Linda is a member of the Motor City Symphony (formerly the Warren Symphony) and the Grosse Pointe Symphony (Principal Second) Orchestras, and has been a member of the Dearborn Symphony (Principal Second), Detroit Symphony Civic (Concertmaster), and the Windsor Symphony orchestras. She has been a featured soloist with several of the local Community Orchestras. Her recording credits include the works of William Banfield, Richard Smallwood, and Fred Hammond.

Kristen Terreri is in her sixth year teaching 5th and 6th Grade Orchestra in Okemos, Michigan.  Kristen began her teaching career in Pasadena, Texas, teaching 5th-8th Grade Orchestra. Since relocating to Michigan in 2011, she has built a small private violin and viola studio in East Lansing, and regularly performs throughout Michigan with The Four Seasons string quartet. She has also performed with West Michigan Symphony, Alma Symphony Orchestra, and Midland Symphony Orchestra.
She received her B.M in Music Education from Michigan State University in 2010, while studying under Yuri Gandelsman on viola, and Dr. Judy Palac, Associate Professor of Music Education. During her time at MSU, Kristen was treasurer of the student chapter of ASTA and served as Music Education representative on the Student Advisory Committee. She was a member of the Symphony Orchestra,  Kristen is currently pursuing her Master’s in Music Education at MSU. She resides in East Lansing with her husband and son.

Bryan Kolk is a music educator and bassist from Grand Rapids. He received a Bachelors of Music Education and Masters in Double Bass performance from the University of Michigan. After graduating he moved to Seattle where he served as Assistant Conductor to the Everett and Bainbridge Island Youth Symphonies, performed as principal bass of the Northwest Symphony and the Seattle Metropolitan Chamber Orchestra, taught orchestra in the Lake Washington School District, coached the Seattle Youth Symphony Orchestras and the Endangered Instrument Program, directed the JazzEd Introductory Ensemble, and was Operations Manager for the international Marrowstone Music Festival.
In 2013 Bryan returned to his hometown to become the Orchestra Director of Caledonia High School following the retirement of his first mentor and teacher Peter DeLille. Currently he conducts four ensembles including a Symphony Orchestra as well as the Troy Country Fiddlers. He is active in the string education and outreach community, currently serving as Treasurer for the Michigan American String Teachers Association - a job he has derived great meaning from for the past two years.

Chris Meyer is currently in his 11th year teaching orchestra at West Ottawa Public Schools in Holland. He directs the three HS orchestras at West Ottawa High School, as well as the 7th & 8th Grade Orchestras at Macatawa Bay MS. His groups consistently earn high ratings at both district and state MSBOA Festivals. Under his direction, the WOHS Chamber Orchestra performed at the 2014 Michigan Music Conference. He is also the faculty advisor for West Ottawa High School’s ASTA chapter, WO ASTA, which was just formed this year. Besides teaching, Chris is currently serving as the treasurer for MSBOA District 10, and has served on the District 10 MS Honors Orchestra committee.
