Session I: June 17 – 19 
This 3-day-session is designed for 
young string players in their 1st or 
2nd year of playing their instrument 
or of younger ages. Students in 6th 
grade or younger will be successful 
at camp. This session is a great first 
time camp experience.

Session II: June 20 – 24 
This 5-day-session is designed for 
students in their 2nd or 3rd year of 
experience in 5th or 7th grade. 
This is a more in-depth and longer 
experience than Session I. This 
session is also a great first time 
camp experience.

Session III: June 26–July 2 
Our week long session is designed 
for the middle-school age student 
currently in grades 7-9. In addition 
to orchestra, students participate in 
a chamber music ensemble, 
sectionals, music enrichment 
classes, and a guitar class. 

All three sessions have choice recreation activities including archery, low-ropes challenge course, 
swimming, a guided tour of the Howell Nature Center’s Wildlife Park, arts & crafts, and games on the 
recreation field.
